Chairman Case explained the purpose of this special meeting was to vote on the
weather modification/cloud seeding issue.

Vern gave an overview of the meetings and presentations leading up to this
special meeting. He explained that the Advisory Committee had met on several
occasions to discuss the merits of a program like this and to discuss the benefits
derived from cloud seeding in the Boise River Basin. Vern also explained there had
been two informational meetings which all water users were invited to attend
over the past year.

Tim Page, Boise Project Board of Control Manager asked for the vote on this issue
to be done according to Idaho Code Title 42, section 605, sub-section 4. (See
attached) This section calls for the vote based on the last five years of
assessments. Chairman Case read the section for ail present.

Several questions were asked and discussed about the effectiveness of this type
of program and how the voting worked.

Rex Barrie, Watermaster stated that he would send letters to all currently
assessed water users explaining the cost breakdown of this program if the
measure passes.

Chairman Case called for the vote on this issue and stated that Secretary Sam
Rosti would read the canal name, ask if anyone was present and if so how they
would vote. After the canal represented voted the amount of votes for that entity
was read.
