Sharon Lee nominated Sunny Healey as secretary of the annual meeting. Seconded by Pat McMahon. Jerry Bashaw made a
motion to close the nominations. Gary Osborne seconded. There were no discussions. The motions passed unopposed.

ITEM #4 APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE 2015 ANNUAL MEETING
Chairman Struthers allowed time to review 2015 annual meeting minutes. Gary Osborne made a motion to approve minutes
from the 2015 annual meeting. Seconded by Dave Copper. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #5 ADOPTION OF 2016 DISTRICT 37 BUDGET

Watermaster Lakey gave an overview of the 2016 budget. Detailed explanations: Items 5001-5005 3% increase in salary for all
employees. Item 5005 Below Magic employee will stay on %2 month extra. Item 5006 due to near completion of groundwater
inventory, Extra Labor dropped to $5000. Item 5015 went up due to planning of hiring employees for groundwater activities.
5021 cost of medical insurance increased. 6007 small increase. 6009 remote monitoring stations to be installation on Silver
Creek. 6011 Auto Expenses fuel prices decreased. Item 6501 for Extra Labor was removed, as it was included in 5006. Added
Idaho Power Cloud Seeding. New legislation allows assessment for cloud seeding. District 37 is working with Carl Pendleton
and the Wood River RC&D in this effort. Total proposed budget $309, 250.74

Chairman Struthers commended the secretary and watermaster for a reasonable budget. Carl Pendleton made a motion to adopt
the proposed budget for 2016. Seconded by Dave Cropper. No discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #6 PROPOSED CHANGES TO RESOLUTIONS #2, #7, #8 and #11

Watermaster Lakey read proposed resolutions for 2016 aloud and explained changes:

2. The minimum use fee changed from $50 to $60

7. Hydropower water assessment changed from 15% to a rate of 2%

8. Hydropower assessment will be based on the total amount of annual water delivery as fixed by the approved budget and
assessed by the total amount of water delivered through their system.

Watermaster Lakey explained proposed changes for 2016. Reason for changes 2, 7, and 8: Hydropower use was formerly
charged at 15%. The rate is based on watermaster time and expense. Hydropower requested a reduced rate commensurate to
watermaster time and expense. $22,000 was assessed last year for the six hydropower plants in District 37. $18,637 decrease
in Hydro Power assessment for 2016. Per Idaho Code, 832 assessments increased from $50 to $60 to help make up for
hydropower portion of the budget.

11. Due to named persons’ changes in availability to sign checks, District 37 is requesting flexibility on co-signature. District
37 is requesting the advisory board nominate 2-3 approved individuals in lieu of naming specific individuals in the resolution.

Chairman Struthers called for discussion on changes. There was no discussion.

Watermaster Lakey- Status of the District

There are 550 groundwater accounts. There are not necessarily 550 wells. There are wells in municipal areas that have been
abandoned. There are measurement devices for 85% of the total volume of groundwater. Of the 15% remaining, there are 50-
60 owners total and 25 well owners that that have been contacted on multiple occasions. Some owners are out of state. Of
the15% that are not yet measured, some will get notices and District 37 will continue to try to work with others. The remaining
15% of volume is estimated so the 85% measured volume may be more or less.

Note: The water calls are not on the agenda and will not be. Request for information will be forwarded to Sharon Lee from the
South Valley Groundwater District (SVGWD) and Pat McMahon from the Galena Groundwater District (Galena GWD).

Question Chuck Newell: What is the water outlook on the snow?
Watermaster Lakey— It is early to forecast based on snow. The snowpack is reported at 118%. The weather reports forecast that
there may be some more weather patterns coming in. Anecdotally the numbers are better up by Fairfield.

Question Patty Lucene: Have you been able to take advantage of the cloud seeding with the storms?

Answer John Bowling: There is good snowpack. We did do a lot of cloud seeding and our ground generators are working. If
the storm for January 14" turns out as predicted we’ll be able to use aircraft and ground generators in central and south central
Snake River Valley.

Gary Osborne made a motion to adjourn. Motion seconded by Dave Cropper. No Discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ADOPTED RESOLUTIONS FOR 2016 WATER DISTRICT 37 .

1. BE IT RESOLVED that hereafter the annual meeting of Water District 37 shall be
held on the second Monday of January of each year.

2. BE IT RESOLVED that for the year 2016, a charge of $60.00 shall be assessed to
each individual who owns a water right, whose share of the total budget is less than the
above specified amount.

3. BE IT RESOLVED that the amounts payable by each ditch, Canal Company, or other
water user, as shown by the approved budget, shall become due and payable on April
1st and said amount, if not paid, shall bear a penalty of 10% and interest from that
date until paid, at the rate of 1% per month.

4. BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with Idaho Code 42-618 that no ditch, canal
company, or other water user shall have the right to demand and receive water, and the
Watermaster shall not deliver to such person or persons, until the amount due and
payable from such users, as fixed by the budget, has been paid.

5. BE IT RESOLVED that the Watermaster of the district shall be in service for the full
year, commencing on February 1st of each year and continue until the following
January 31st, or until a successor has been duly qualified and elected.

6. BE IT RESOLVED that the Deputy Watermaster(s) of Water District 37, may remain
in service for 12 months from the date of hire. The Watermaster may hire additional
assistants as authorized in Idaho Code 42-609 in an emergency.

7. BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with Idaho Code 42-605A, all non-
consumptive Hydro Power water users shall be charged at a rate of 2.0% for the total
amount of water delivered through their system.

8. BE IT RESOLVED that assessments, shall be based upon the total amount of annual
water delivery, regardless of use or timing, as fixed by the approved budget. Hydro
power will be assessed based on the total amount of water delivered through their
system as referenced in resolution #7.

9. BE IT RESOLVED that Kevin Lakey shall be elected Watermaster of District 37 for
the ensuing year beginning February 1, 2016 and ending January 31, 2017, and that
he shall be authorized to hire a full-time staff.

10. BE IT RESOLVED that Cyndi McCowan shall be elected Secretary-Treasurer, for
District 37 for the ensuing year, beginning February 1, 2016 and ending January 31,
2017.

11. BE IT RESOLVED that the elected Treasurer of Water District 37 should only
disburse monies from water district accounts upon a voucher approved by the
Watermaster. All district checks can be signed either by the Treasurer or Watermaster,
but must be co-signed by individual(s) approved by the Advisory Board.

12. BE IT RESOLVED that the 2016 assessments shall be calculated over a five-year
average, according to Idaho Code 42-612 paragraph 5 which reads as follows:

Other provision of Chapter 6, title 42, Idaho Code, notwithstanding, water users at the
annual meeting may provide by resolution the respective amounts owed by each water

user as shown in the adopted budget shall constitute a final determination of the

amount due for that year without the need to carry forward any water user debits or
credits to the following year.

12A. WHERE AS groundwater diversions were added to Water District 37 in 2013.
WHERE AS not all groundwater diversions were measured in 2013 and an equitable
method of estimating ground water use must be determined in order to calculate
groundwater assessments. BE IT RESOLVED if a groundwater irrigation diversion does
not have flow data for its delivery, the assessment will be estimated using the full water
right and charged for 100 days of use and that rate will be used to calculate the five
year average. Additionally, all other groundwater diversions that do not have flow data
will be charged based on type of water use using the full use portion over its full season
of use (i.e. commercial-snowmaking for168 days, domestic and municipal for 365 days,
etc). These rates will be used to calculate the five year average.

13. BE IT RESOLVED the Watermaster shall require lockable and controllable measuring
devices to monitor the flows of water both from and back to the main source from which
water has been diverted. He shall have the authority to investigate, enforce and act
accordingly with the Code of the State of Idaho.

13A. WHERE AS the collection of accurate data and assessment requires frequent
monitoring of diversions. WHERE AS frequent monitoring will require extra labor and cost.
WHERE AS excessive costs may create undo hardships on some water users. BE IT
RESOLVED that in order to insure accurate data collection, but also control costs,
groundwater diversions using meters will be recorded twice per year. Diversions that have
been allowed power consumption coefficient and time clock variances will be measured and
calibrated every three years and power usage will be calculated annually.

14. WHERE AS the Water District 37 assessments are due by April 1 of each year and
whereas, some diversions either do not receive water or have lockable controlling works. BE
IT RESOLVED that if a customer’s account(s) has not been paid in full by April 1 of the year
assessed, the delinquent account(s) will be referred to a credit reporting agency after May
31 of that year. At which time, the customer will not again be contacted by Water District
37 but instead will deal solely with the collection agency where a contingent rate and
applicable fees will be applied to the unpaid assessment(s). This will warrant that all claims
by the collector will be valid, legally enforceable and comply with all applicable laws.

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I will try to sort and explain these rights from least complicated to more complicated. The least complicated deliveries are to Barbara Farms and
Arkoosh Cattle. These rights have senior priorities and their seasons of use last until November 15", These rights are currently being delivered
and will be so until November 15th.

Slightly more complicated are the City of Gooding (COG) rights. They are largely the most senior of all the rights, but with the recent transfer that
changed the nature of use from irrigation to groundwater recharge/irrigation, there was some question about their season of use and/or
whether they should be subordinated to irrigation rights. After conversations with Corey Skinner from the Idaho Department of Water Resources
(IDWR) who processed the transfer of these rights, | can say that these rights kept their senior priority, their season of use and are not
subordinated to irrigation rights. Technically, the COG water rights are still irrigation, because their recharge is used to mitigate the pumping of
groundwater for irrigation within the COG. These rights are currently being delivered and will be so until November 15th.

The most complicated rights belong to the two canal companies. | will address the Big Wood Canal Company (BWCC) first. Up until this morning,
I mistakenly thought that BWCC had 39.29 cfs of water rights senior to or including June 1% 1890 according to Water District 37 (WD 37) records.
As of today, there is 26 cfs being delivered to the BWCC Dietrich diversion at Richfield. In double checking WD 37 records against IDWR records, |
found that BWCC only has 16.66 cfs of water rights claimed with IDWR that are senior to the North Side Canal Company right 37-507 (priority
date 6/15/1890). The other BWCC water rights were claimed with junior priority dates and WD 37 did not make the priority date change. | take
full responsibility for this oversight. The BWCC irrigation rights will be going off as November 1% 2015. BWCC has a stockwater right (37-13111)
that starts November 1st, but it may be subordinated to the NSCC 37-507 depending on circumstances | will explain with the NSCC rights.

The NSCC right 37-507 could be senior to all BWCC rights from October 31 to November 15, but there is a caveat that must be explained. 37-507
has two points of diversion and two sources claimed. 37-507 can be delivered at the “Y” canal with Big Wood water. In order to deliver 37-507
at this location, | would have to order BWCC to open Magic Reservoir and release its inflows. Currently there is 94 cfs running into Magic
Reservoir. Using records from July 2015, there was at that time a loss of between 95 and 110 cfs in the Big Wood River to the Lincoln Bypass
Canal. With this information, | am declaring a futile call in delivering 37-507 to the “Y” canal. The other point of diversion for 37-507 is at the “Z”
canal. This point of diversion has a source of the Malad River. Since the Little Wood River is tributary to the Malad River, 37-507 might be
deliverable at the Z canal. | say “might” because | will give one week for Little Wood water to reach the “Z” canal. If Little Wood water does not
reach the “Z” canal by November 8" lam declaring its delivery futile. If water makes it to the “Z” canal, 37-507 will be deliverable until
November 15" at which time its season of use expires and the BWCC right 37-13111 will be the senior right in the system. As to NSCC rights 37-
4240 and 37-4241, | am declaring 37-4240 as non-deliverable because it lists its source as the Big Wood River and as explained earlier the
excessive losses in the system prevent its delivery. 37-4241 will only be deliverable after BWCC 37-13111 is delivered and must be delivered at
the “Z” canal

\

As a point of information, this situation and all of these changes have been brought about because of extremely low Silver Creek flows. The 40
year average for this date is 140 cfs at the USGS Sportsman’s guage on Silver Creek. The old record low flow for this date was set in 1995 when
the river ran at just 80 cfs. Today the USGS station is recording 46 cfs. | believe the USGS station is currently mis-calibrated, because we have

recently measured 64 cfs on the Little Wood River at Richfield. Regardless we are suffering record low flows on Silver Creek.

If you wish to petition IDWR concerning this decision, they will be aware as | will include them in the mailing of this letter.

ITEM #1 CALL TO ORDER AND INTRODUCTION

Chairman Frederic Brossy called the Annual Meeting to order at 1:35pm.

(Copies of Meeting Agenda, 2014 Annual Meeting Minutes, Proposed Resolutions and Motion to Amend Water District 37 Advisory
Board Representation available on table near entrance to Minnie Moore Room.)

ITEM #2 SELECTION OF A CHAIRMAN
Sharon Lee made a motion to nominate F. Brossy as chairman of the annual meeting. Pat McMahon seconded
the motion. There was no discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #2 SELECTION OF A SECRETARY ,_
Pepin Corso-Harris made a motion to nominate Sunny Healey as secretary of the annual meeting. S. Lee
seconded the motion. There was no discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE 2014 ANNUAL MEETING

Anne Jacobi made a motion to approve meeting minutes from 2014. P. McMahon seconded the motion. There
was no discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #5 ADOPTION OF 2015 DISTRICT 37 BUDGET

K. Lakey gave an overview of the budget. He noted there was a 3% raise for water deputies. He gave an
overview of items related to salary, Persi, workman’s comp and auto expenses. He noted that medical
insurance had gone up. He asked if there were any questions for the first section. No questions were asked.

K. Lakey noted that the District is using their savings account and reducing the budget for contingency
funding. He mentioned there will be a 300% decrease in the budget allocated for extra labor. He asked for
questions. There were no questions.

Dick Elliot made a motion to approve the budget as printed and presented. A. Jacobi seconded the motion.
There was no discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #6 PROPOSED UNPAID ASSESSMENT COLLECTION RESOLUTION

K. Lakey explained how the District will address unpaid assessments. He explained that in some cases the
District does not have a way to shut off headgates if water users do not pay their assessment and some users do
not have a headgate. He mentioned that he sent the issue to the attorney general’s office and this resulted in
some assessments coming in. He read the resolution aloud:

“Whereas the Water District 37 assessments are due by April 1rst of each year and whereas, some diversions
either do not receive water or have lockable controlling works.

BE IT RESOLVED that if a customer’s account(s) has not been paid in full by April 1rst of the year assessed,
the delinquent account(s) will be referred to a credit reporting agency after May 3 Irst of that year. At which
time the customer will not again be contacted by Water District 37 but instead deal solely with the collection
agency where a contingent rate and applicable fees will be applied to the unpaid assessment(s). This will
warrant that all claims by the collector will be valid, legally enforceable and comply with all applicable laws.”

A question was asked if the District could take an unpaid assessment to small claims. K. Lakey explained the
District does not have time and has not had great success in the past.

Jim asked what fee the reporting agency would charge. N. Purdy asked if the District can put a lien on their
property. K. Lakey explained that the fee will be paid by the water user whose account is delinquent and
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normal enforcement is to shut off the headgate. He mentioned that the District has investigated this issue and
does not have the authority to put a lien on the property. IDWR Water Compliance Bureau Chief Tim Luke

confirmed that water districts do not have lien authority. K. Breckenridge asked how much money we are
talking about. K. Lakey answered $2500.

Rob Struthers made a motion to adopt the unpaid assessment collection resolution. Rod Hudsmith seconded
the motion. There was no discussion. Motion passed.

ITEM #7 ADOPTION OF RESOLUTIONS FOR 2015

K. Lakey gave a review of the proposed resolutions. He explained Resolutions 8, 9, 10, 11 and that there was
a change in 12a that the District would use the water right when there was not a reading they have confidence

in. He also noted that the unpaid assessment resolution was added to the Proposed Resolutions for 2015. There
were no questions.

C. Pendleton made a motion to adopt the Proposed Resolutions for 2015 Water District 37. Gary Osborn
seconded the motion. There was no discussion. Motion passed unopposed.

ITEM #8 MOTION TO INCREASE ADVISORY BOARD TO 10 SEATS ALLOWING ANOTHER
REPRESENTATIVE FOR SILVER CREEK.

N. Purdy read the Motion to Amend Water District 37 Advisory Board Representation aloud. Nick explained
that lower silver creek irrigators have the best water rights and that it doesn’t matter how much water is in
Upper Silver Creek, the water rights will be curtailed for better water rights. He continued that there are 80
second feet leaving Silver Creek and 15 showing up at Richfield. He explained the main reason for this
proposal is to get an individual who understands this problem and that there were qualified people in the room.
He noted that we have many issues much more contentious and we must unite in water calls. Nick noted he
would not call for a credential vote.

N. Purdy made a motion to add a 2" representative for Silver Creek; a 10™ representative to the Advisory
Board. Larry Schoen seconded the motion. The Big Wood Canal Co. (BWCC) asked to have time for
discussion. F. Brossy proposed to adjourn for a few minutes at 1:57pm to allow time for discussion. Meeting
temporarily adjourned. F. Brossy called the meeting back to order at 2:04pm. F. Brossy noted there was a
motion on the floor to add a seat to the Advisory Board. There was additional discussion.

C.Pendleton BWCC noted that they did not feel they could support the measure. He noted that the advisory
board needs to function as is and that an even number of members is not good for the board. He mentioned that
if the users of upper Silver Creek did not feel represented, they should take the issue up at the meeting. F.
Brossy explained that when the advisory board was re-formed, the canal companies did not lose a
representative. He noted Carl was correct that there would be too many (40) members if the board were to
represent equal acre-feet. Larry Schoen asked if there was a requirement to have a minimum number of
groundwater users. F. Brossy responded that there was no requirement for any of this and that the best attempt
was made to make equal representation on water delivery. He noted that groundwater use was adequately
represented with three members. Larry Schoen commented that Nick is thoughtful and visionary. He explained
that what Nick is trying to do is highlight what is going to be one of the most critical water management
challenges as we move into conjunctive management. F. Brossy agreed and commented that if the resolution
was not going to be passed, then it should be discussed how these issues are going to be addressed. He
commented that the largest share of underflow leaves out Silver Creek, there is loss in the desert, these are
some of the biggest challenges we face as we move into conjunctive management, this is something everyone
should be focused on and it is an advisory board and any water user is allowed to attend the meetings. N.
Purdy asked for an explanation why there used to be two representatives for Silver Creek for 50 years. K.
Lakey responded there was much more surface water than groundwater-and a 9 member board is better than
11,
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N.Purdy withdrew his motion and suggested we work on this through the year to see if we can come up with a
solution.

ITEM #10 DISTRICT NEWS AND UPDATES

K. Lakey commented that he was contacted last summer about illegal groundwater diversion and concerns
about the District and IDWR shutting off legal groundwater diversion, and what IDWR is going to do about
illegal groundwater use; how can you shut off legal use first before someone who is not obeying the law?
IDWR Water Compliance Bureau Chief Tim Luke gave an update on the status of investigation of illegal
groundwater use. He noted that IDWR was making an effort working with K. Lakey, Rob Whitney, Allen
Merritt and other staff, using 2013 NAIP imagery at ' meter resolution. He explained the process of
narrowing down the parcel number, excluding riparian areas and areas covered by individual and municipal
water rights. He explained the results of 490 irrigated parcels with no water rights and that 120 parcels were
reviewed manually and 30 resulted in a Notice of Violation. He noted that a lot of time was put into this effort
and that 13 had been resolved, 2 were dismissed and 15 are still pending. He mentioned that the maximum
penalty for unauthorized use is $15,000 or $300/acre under Idaho Code and that they are negotiating for
$150/acre for two years. He mentioned that IDWR will not be spending much time on this in the next year or
two but that the District can look into it further at their own expense. K. Lakey asked if the District 37 wanted
to take on this project if IDWR had a number of acres to use for a cost analysis. Tim responded that there are
a maximum of 75 acres, that the smaller things require more time and resources and that IDWR went through
this process in 2008/2009. K. Breckenridge commented about understanding the fine and asked if IDWR also
made them stop using water. Tim responded yes, that a consent order and agreement is issued and that IDWR
reviews the rights for compliance. He explained that if there is not compliance the user will potentially have to
pay $10,000 and that they will be required to install a flow meter. Ray Goettsch asked if there were 800
properties that were not looked at. Tim responded that the classification resulted in 1300 properties, yes there
were about 800 that were not looked at, and there are potentially a lot more violations but that that they are
probably covered by municipalities.

K. Lakey gave an update on water calls and groundwater district information. He noted that a water call was
expected but that it is not there. He explained that they are organizing senior water right users in the lower
Little Wood who have natural flow rights. He announced to people who are groundwater users in District 37,
your water right might be called on. He noted that there is a problem. He announced that there are two
groundwater districts forming, that the South Valley Groundwater District (SVGWD) has organized and Brett
Stevenson, Kristy Molyneux and Pepin Corso-Harris have the petition to sign. He also announced that there
will also be d North Valley Groundwater District and P. McMahon is the ‘contact. P. McMahon commented
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that the north valley is replicating the efforts of the south valley but they are a month behind. Kevin
commented that there will have to be some kind of mitigation plan between the south and north valley and
they have been working on it for two years. He suggested becoming familiar with what that is going to mean,
to ask a lot of questions and go to a lot of meetings. Larry Schoen commented that these petitions will come to
the commission and he strongly supported the formation of a groundwater district. He strongly encouraged
people who were interested to sign the petition and get moving. He mentioned the signators needed to be

verified. There was a question about the location of the division line. P. Corso-Harris responded that there
were maps available.

Brian asked about the status on measurements for groundwater compliance. Kevin responded that they had

been to all wells except 12, conferred with every water user and ended up with 65% metered. He expects to
have 90% metered next season.

L.Schoen requested that all meeting materials go online as well as the agenda so they can be read prior to the
meeting. Request was noted.

Patty Lucene announced there is a fiyer for the March 6™ Climate and Water Conservation Seminar, John
Stevenson from OSU will be the keynote speaker, the Big Wood Canal Co., Wood River Land Trust, City of
Ketchum are sponsoring the event, there will be agricultural and residential landscaping sessions and Lynn
Harmon will be speaking.

C. Pendelton commented about a mistake in the meeting minutes -$184,000 election cost.
