Rules for Record Keeping

Use the daily record book or personal spreadsheet.

Use a separate dally record book for each stream you
administer. Do not mix the users of several streams into one
daily record.

If the Water being delivered is measured and the headgate set
on a particular day, record the flow in cubic feet per second in
the proper grid space. If water diverted at a particular diversion
is not measured on a given day, but you believe that water
continues to be delivered without a change in the flow or head
gate setting, place an “A” in the grid space for that day. The “A”
represents that the previous flow and head gate setting is
“assumed.” An “A” must always be preceded by an actual
numerical flow rate.

If the water being delivered is not actually measured, enter an
“E” in the grid space under the column meas method for the
particular day that the flow rate Is estimated. An “E” should
always follow an estimated numerical flow that is observed and
set in the field.

If water is not being delivered, enter a “0” (zero) in the proper
grid space. If the water right is cut off because of unavailability
of water, a zero may be entered in the grid space corresponding
to the day the right could no longer be satisfied, and all
subsequent days when water is not deliverable may be
designated with a horizontal line through the grids that
represent the days of non delivery.

A blank grid space; means that the watermaster has no
knowledge of the amount of water being delivered on that day. A
grid should never be blank while the watermaster is delivering
water.

If possible, please list the water right no. in the daily record
rather than a number assigned by the district or by the decree.
Future users of the records will likely look for a water right
reference.

Record unusual or noteworthy happenings. Forinstance, if a
senior downstream right holder’s water right Is no longer
available because the creek dries up upstream, and junior
upstream right holders are allowed to divert remaining water
upstream, this event should be recorded on the day it happens.
If necessary or requested, watermasters should submita
separate water rights list or reference sheet that assoclates
water rights with current owners or diversion names.

Use the daily record book or personal spreadsheet.

Use a separate dally record book for each stream you
administer. Do not mix the users of several streams into one
daily record.

If the Water being delivered is measured and the headgate set
on a particular day, record the flow in cubic feet per second in
the proper grid space. If water diverted at a particular diversion
is not measured on a given day, but you believe that water
continues to be delivered without a change in the flow or head
gate setting, place an “A” in the grid space for that day. The “A”
represents that the previous flow and head gate setting is
“assumed.” An “A"” must always be preceded by an actual
numerical flow rate.

If the water being delivered is not actually measured, enter an
“E” in the grid space under the column meas method for the
particular day that the flow rate Is estimated. An “E” should
always follow an estimated numerical flow that is observed and
set in the field.

If water is not being delivered, enter a “0” (zero) in the proper
grid space. If the water right is cut off because of unavalilability
of water, a zero may be entered in the grid space corresponding
to the day the right could no longer be satisfied, and all
subsequent days when water is not deliverable may be
designated with a horizontal line through the grids that
represent the days of non delivery.

A blank grid space; means that the watermaster has no
knowledge of the amount of water being delivered on that day. A
grid should never be blank while the watermaster is delivering
water.

If possible, please list the water right no. in the daily record
rather than a number assigned by the district or by the decree.
Future users of the records will likely look for a water right
reference.

Record unusual or noteworthy happenings. Forinstance, if a
senior downstream right holder’s water right Is no longer
available because the creek dries up upstream, and junior
upstream right holders are allowed to divert remaining water
upstream, this event should be recorded on the day it happens.
If necessary or requested, watermasters should submit a
separate water rights list or reference sheet that associates
water rights with current owners or diversion names.

REPORT OF WATERMASTER:

2016 WATER YEAR

The 2016 water delivery was at 101,967 A.F. down 2060 A.F. from last year. A total of 12,943 A.F.
of water was delivered in Clark County, and 89,024 A.F. of water was delivered in Jefferson County.
The 2015 water delivery was at 104,027 AF. for the water district. A total of 12,589 A.F. of water
was delivered in Clark County, and 91,438 A F. of water was delivered in Jefferson County.

STREAM FLOWS
Beaver Creek reached Dubois off and on from April 5% to June 4t. Camas Creek reached Camas
wildlife Refuge starting on April 14t until June 10t. Camas Creek did keep a steady flow to
Riverbend Ranch the rest of the irrigation season.

EARLY PUMPING

Mud Lake was filled to a six and a half foot gauge height. Independent water users started pumping
on the 26t of March and Mud Lake Water Users started pumping the 1st of April.

BEAVER

There were no problems on lower Camas Creek this year. In the Kilgore area there has been some
beaver activity, mainly in the Ching Creek drainage.

MUD LAKE CONTENT

Watermaster reported on the water levels in Mud Lake for March 1, 2017, which was 7,520 A.F,,
May 1, 2016 which was 30,600 A.F. and November 1, 2016 which was 11,800 A.F.

CAMAS CREEK INFLOW INTO MUD LAKE
For 2015 the inflow was 0 A.F. The 2016 inflow was 0 A.F.
2016 WATER USE OF MAJOR CANAL COMPANIES

Mud Lake Water Users used a total of 62,679 A.F., applying 2.86 A.F. per acre, while the Independent
Water Users used 7,375 A.F. applying 1.79 A.F. per acre. 2016 average use in the Mud Lake area 2.69
AF. per acre. From 1992 to 2016 the average is 2.85 A.F. per acre. The high was in 1992 of 3.31 and
the low was in 2009 of 2.26.

SNOW REPORT - MARCH 1, 2017

The Camp Creek-Beaver Creek measurements show a snow depth of 50” with water content at 11.5
compared to Kilgore-Camas Creek measurements show a snow depth of 41” with water content at
10.4. The Camp Creek snow course is at 151% of normal, the Kilgore course is 109% of normal, the
Crab Creek course is at 115%, and the Lake View Ridge course is at 96% of normal. The average of
all 4 sites is 118% of normal.

Additional information was given on snow pack in surrounding areas.

USGS measurements were reviewed and discussed.

Greg reported on the cloud seeding in the area. There are 25 ground units and 25 remote units being
operated in the area. There have been good results with the seeding that is being done with airplanes.



IGWA has donated $20,000.00 to the cloud seeding program. There has been good support and
growth in cloud seeding.

Jim Hagenbarth commented on the importance of the water measurements and the cloud seeding.
The data that is being collected is viable to the future of water usage.

2016 BUDGET REVIEW AND 2017 BUDGET PROPOSAL:

Watermaster, Greg Shenton, reviewed the 2016 budget and expenses, explaining some of the

expenditures.

Greg reminded the group of money in the account that has been collected for water on construction
work. There is a total of $5,904.00 with $710.00 of it designated for trapping beaver leaving a total

of $5,194.00 available.

Steve Shively made a motion to designate an additional $1000.00 from these funds to go
towards trapping beaver for a total of $1,710.00. Keith Shulberg seconded the motion.

Motion passed.

RESOLUTIONS
The Chairman called for a motion to adopt the following resolutions.

High Water at Mud Lake

Be it hereby resolved, that the Watermaster be authorized to determine when diversion is needed
and to divert any high water. That such water be considered stored in the aquifer, with rights to the
water being retained by the district. Diversion of said waters would be by diverting at the Lone
Tree Diversion, and pumping through the diversion canal at the Mud Lake Water Users.

Collection of Water Assessments

Be it hereby resolved, that no ditch, canal co., or other water user shall have the right to demand and
receive water, and the Watermaster shall not deliver such water, until full payment is made. Said
payment becomes due April 1, and becomes delinquent April 15, and if not paid by April 15, shall
bear interest from the date of April 1, until paid at the rate of 8% per annum.

Be it further resolved that government agencies be exempt from the above provisions to the extent
necessary for them to comply with payments according to the provisions of Federal law, and that the
Watermaster of District 31, be authorized to enter into contract with said agencies of the United
States for payment of assessment as provided in the budget.

Mud Lake Water Users

Be it hereby resolved, that any water user that completes the water year with a negative balance on
the Mud Lake balance sheet shall have that negative balance carried forward to the April draft column
on the balance sheet of the following year, and said negative balance shall be charged to the Mud Lake
allotment of said following year, as set forth in part 5, paragraph 4 of the Mud Lake Decree.



District Billings and Collections

Be it hereby resolved, that the Clark County Auditor make up a roll of all Water District 31 users to
include all of Clark and Jefferson County users. Be it further resolved that the Clark County Treasurer
mail out said billings and make collections of all Water District 31 Water Users to include all Jefferson
County Water Users in said Water District 31 boundaries.

Be it further resolved that the Clark County Treasurer also make all payments and disbursements
owed by Water District 31, which are presented through the proper claims procedures which are
common to other Clark County practices.

ADOPT RESOLUTIONS:

Jim Hagenbarth made a motion to adopt the resolutions as recorded. Keith Shulberg seconded
the motion. Motion passed.

IDWR REPORT:

Cooper Fritz addressed the group about concerns they may have with the Surface Water Coalition
and the participating members of the Idaho Ground Appropriators Agreement. He encouraged them to
ask for assistance if needed.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Discussion on the invasive zebra and quagga mussels and the importance of keeping them out of our
water sources.

Water District 110 has opened an office in Mud Lake to assist ground water users with the water
conservation measures that they are being faced with through the Surface Water Coalition and the
Idaho Ground Appropriators Agreement.
