1. BE IT RESOLVED that hereafter the annual meeting of Water District 37 shall be hel @HHERN REGION
second Monday of January of each year.

2. BE IT RESOLVED that for the year 2018, a charge of $60.00 shall be assessed to each
individual who owns a water right, whose share of the total budget is less than the above specified
amount.

3. BE IT RESOLVED that the amounts payable by each ditch, Canal Company, or other water user,
as shown by the approved budget, shall become due and payable by April 1st and said amount, if
not paid, shall bear a penalty of 10% and interest from that date until paid, at the rate of 1% per
month or at the discretion of the treasurer, that if a customer’s account(s) has not been paid in full
by April 1 of the year assessed, the delinquent account(s) will instead be referred to a credit
reporting agency after April 30 of that year. At which time, the customer will not again be
contacted by Water District 37 but instead will deal solely with the collection agency where a
contingent rate and applicable fees will be applied to the unpaid assessment(s). This will warrant
that all claims by the collector will be valid, legally enforceable and comply with all applicable laws.

4. BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with Idaho Code 42-618 that no ditch, Canal Company, or
other water user shall have the right to demand and receive water, and the Watermaster shall not
deliver to such person or persons, until the amount due and payable from such users, as fixed by
the budget, has been paid.

5. BE IT RESOLVED that the Watermaster of the district shall be in service for the full year,
commencing on February 1st of each year and continue until the following January 31st, or until a
successor has been duly qualified and elected.

6. BE IT RESOLVED that the Deputy Watermaster(s) of Water District 37, may remain in service for
12 months from the date of hire. The Watermaster may hire additional assistants as authorized in
Idaho Code 42-609 in an emergency.

7. BE IT RESOLVED that in accordance with Idaho Code 42-605A, all non-consumptive Hydro
Power water users shall be charged at a rate of 2.0% of the total amount of water delivered through
their system.

Mr. Hennefer:

We are writing regarding the section of Silver Creek that passes through your property at 19485 Highway 26/93. In
general, we are concerned about the breaks in the banks of the creek throughout that region, but in your case, we
are concerned specifically about the break at the very Southwest corner of your property.

Through extensive research, we have found no water right in your name for use of water in that area. If you are
receiving benefit from the water that is escaping the channel, you are doing so illegally without approval from the
State of Idaho. The water escaping from the channel is meant to be delivered to senior users downstream who
have already made a call on junior ground water users in the upper basin. Both Senior and Junior users are making
a concerted effort to insure water in the basin is being delivered to its rightful owners. Repairing the banks of
Silver Creek is a part of that process. We are writing to inform you that steps will be taken soon to rectify the issue
of water escaping the channel throughout the area.

From your conversations with Kevin Lakey the Watermaster of Water District 37, we are aware of your concerns to
protect the local wetland. We want to insure you that local water users are and will continue to work with local
conservation grbups, engineers and government authorities to insure the process of repairing the banks is done
correctly. Through the process, water users will be obtaining all proper permits and approval before starting any
work. In the process of this work, you may be contacted by local authorities.
