Dear lir., Carter:

Enclosed, herewith, please find Summons which was
served on me yesterday by the Deputy Sheriff of Bonmneville
County.

As I understand it, this action is brought in an
effort to clear up the uncertainties arising from the wording
of the Rexburg 1lilling Company's decree which is listed in
the 1910 Snake River decree as follows:

Rexburg Milling Company, 3000 inches, October 1, 1889,
Teton River (Woodmansee-Johnston), for power purposes
only, and subject to rights of users for agricultural
purposes of water through same ditch,

You probably remember that this matterhas come up before
due to the fact that we have refused to recognize specific
irrigation rights as being established under this decres.

As I see it, the State has no particular interest at
stake and if any particular opposition or contest develops,
it will probably come through intervention by some other canal
company or group of water users who may feel that their rights
are in danger.

I presume you will submit this to the Attorney Generasl
and arrange with him to file whatever answer may be necessary,
and I wish to recuest that you advise me promptly concerning the
action taken.

After carcfully checking.bhe records, I found correspondence indicat-
ing that in 1910 ana 1820, spplication was mude to creabte & sejarate
district and & hearing was conducted at which evidence tended to show
that diversious from the Tetun River snd tributaries in this territory
would not materially afieclt the flow of Tctoq 31:er in ius lower
rsaches, due to the fact that return flow and underground storage from
irrigation would compensate for liiersiona. It would se=m, however,
that the commissioner wes not entireiy couvineed of thesc facts and
that it was decided Yo create a district with the provision that at
any btime it became neccssary to erfectively conforce the provisions of
the Snske River decree the waters of the upper district be rogulated

in the interest of the lo.or stresn.

ORDER

Re: WATER DISTRICT No& 36-C
Teton River

WHEREAS, It appears from the record that during the irrigation
seasons of 1919 and 1920, application was maede and hearings
were conducted relstive to the advisebility of creating a wa-
ter district comprising the aree served by the UPPER TETON

RIVER in Teton and Fremont Counties; and,

WHEREAS, It eppears that favorsble action was taken on such ap-

plication and that the waters of the said Teton River have been

administered as a separate district, known as 36-C, since the ir-

rigation season of 1920 to date; and, i

WHEREAS, It appears that if a formal order, creating the said
District No. 36-C was ever entered, the same has been lost or

misplaced and is not now of record in this office;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, That this instrument shall
have the effect of reperpetuating the original order, if such was
ever entered, or, if such order was never entered, this order
shall have the effect of creating the said District No. 36-C, com-

prising the following described area:



Commencing at the initisl point on Teton River where it crosses
the west boundary line of:

Township 7 North, Range 44 East of the Boise Meridian
thence north along the said boundery line to the northwest cor-
ner of said township and range, thence in am easterly direction

.‘alagg the divide between the tributaries of Teton River and the
tributaries of Fall River to the Wyoming-Idaho state line, thence
gsouth along the said Idaho-Fyoming state line to the divide be-
tween the tributaries between the said Teton River and the South
Fork of Snake River, thence in a northwesterly direction along
the said divide to the southwest corner of:

Township 4 North, Range 44 East of the Boise Meridien
thence north along the range line between 43 and 44 east to the
point of beginning; the said area embraces the watershed of the
Teton River and tributaries sbove the initial point hereinbefore

described.

The crestion of this district is made subject to the following

provisions: That at any time it becomes necessary to effectively



enforce the provisions of that certain decree entered in the
case of:

Dear Sir:

We are in receipt of your letter of June 4th in which you rgguest an
opinion regarding priority to the use of stored waters substituted or
exchanged for an equal amount of water diverted from & stream or river
into which such water flows, or eny tributary thereof.

If I understand the facts upon which the question herein is based, cor-
rectly, they are as follows:

The ENTERPRISE IRRIGATION DISTRICT is supplied by a canal which
diverts from FALL RIVER with a late natural flow right, Fall River
being a tributary of Henry Fork, which in turn is a tributary of
SNAKE RIVER.

For about four years, the ENTERPRISE IRRIGATION DISTRICT has had,
and now has, a contract with the United States to purchase the
stored waters from the AMERICAN FALLS RESERVOIR. The District
also has a lease for such waters. The stored waters, so con-
tracted, are taken from JACKSON LAKE and the appropriators of the
natural flow of the waters of Fall River are so situated that they
can use such stored waters. The Enterprise Irrigation District
is situated above such stored waters and cannot use same, but is
so situated that it can use the natural flow of Fall River.

There are other canal companies using the natural flow of Fall
River, which are contemplating the rental of stored waters in
American Falls Reservoir, for this season, and they desire to
substitute or exchange such stored waters, under a similar pro-
cedure as the Enterprise Irrigation District. The natural flow
of Fall River #ill not be sufficient to fill all the demands for
the Enterprise Irrigation District and the other canal companies
desiring to make such exchenge.

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You desire to now whather or not the Enterprise Irrigation District
has a prior right to make such substitution or exchange.

Section 1 of Articlc XV of our Constitution provides that:

"The use of all waters now appropriated, or that may hereafter

be appropriated for sale, rental or distribution; also of all
water originally appropriated for private use, but which after
such appropriation has heretofore been, or may hereafter be sold,
rented, or distributed, is hereby declared to be a public use,

and subject to the regulation and control of the state in the man-
ner prescribed by law."

Section 3 of Article XV of our Constitution provides, in part, that:

"The right to divert and appropriate the unappropriasted waters

of any natural stream to beneficial uses, shall never be denied.
Priority of appropriation shall give the better right as between
those using the water; ¥* * %"

Section 5561, C.S., provides as follows:

"Ags between appropriators, the first in time is first in right."

Section 5559, C.S., provides as follows:

"The appropriation must be for some useful or beneficial purpose,
and when the appropriator or his successor in interest ceases to
use it for such purpose, the right csases."

Section 5560, C.S., provides as follows:

"The water approprieted may be turned into the channel of another
stream and miagled with its water, and then reclaimed; and water
may be turned into any ditch, natural cheannel or waterway from
reservoirs or other sources of water supply, and such water may
be substituted or exchanged for an equal amount of water diverted
from the stream, creek or river into which such water flows, or
any tributary thereof, but in reclaiming the water so mingled,

or diverting water in lieu th-reof from any such stream, creek,
river or tributary, the amount of water to which prior appropria-
tors may be entitled shall not be diminished, and due allowance
shall be made for loss by evaporation and secpage."




It will be noted from the facts stated that the Enterprise Irrigation
District has, for a period of four years, contracted with the United
States for stored waters of the American Falls Reservoir, such right
being a permanent right. It will be further noted that the other
canals on Fall River have only a temporary and occasional right to the
stored waters of said reservoir, the same being acquired through a con-
templated lease for this.eeaspn. It would therefore occur to me that
the Enterprise Irrigation District desires to substitute or exchange
its stored waters for each continuous season and is a permanent use,
while the other canals contemplate only a temporary use, very likely
during seasons of shortege of water.

From the foregoing facts, it appears that the stored waters are mingled
with the natural flow waters appropriated from Fall River and may be
used by the appropriators of the natural flow of Fall River, and the
natural flow of Fall River may be used upon the lands within the Enter-
prise Irrigation District, but the district is unable to use the stored
waters. By such mingling of waters, the identity thereof is lost and
the appropriators of the natural flow are in no way injured by the
mingling of the stored waters; in fact, they sre benefited.

While I do not find any authority upon this direct question, it eppeers
 to me that the rule of "First in time, first in right" should be applied
in this instance. The Enterprise Irrigalion District has purchased a
permenent right to the stored waters, and wish to substitute or exchange
them for the natural flow of Fall River. This may be done, as provided
by Section 5560, C.S.

It therefore is my opinion that the Enterprise Irrigation District, by
reason of its priority of contract, has the priority of time to the sub-
stitution or exchange of such waters.

In explanation of my telegram of July 2nd -

In 1919 the water users of Teton River Basin petitioned
the Commissioner of Reclamation to create a new water
district comprising the upper reaches of the Teton River.
A hearing was held and favorable action was teken by the
Commissioner of Reclamation to oreate a new distriet to
be known as District No. 56 C.

But with this provigo, "That at any time 1t becomes
necessary to effectively enforce the provisions of that
gertoin decree entered in the case of : "Rexburg Irrige-
tion Co., et al., ve. Teton Irrigation Canal Co., et al.”,
in the 6th Judicial District of the State of Idaho, the
watermaster of Water Distriect No, 36 may assume jurisdiction
of said Distrioct No, 36 C for the purpose of distridbuting
the waters of the seid district in accordance with the terms
of the sald decree"”

Since the formation of District No., 36 C, this has been
the first time that it has been found necessary %o enforce
the proviso, Mr, Crandall, the watermaster of District o, 36,
has been duly notified by the water users of the lower stretches
of the river, demanding the! enforcement of this provise,
thus necessitating the order contained in yesterday's taiagram.

In 1919 the water users of Teton County petitioned the Commissioner
of Reclamation to create & new water district comprising the upper reaches
of the Teton River. A careful survey and measurement of all the water flowing into
this valley from all streams and springs was made, and a measurement of the
discharge at a point 50 rods below the mouth of Badger Creek, where Teton River
leaves this valley. This measusement was made by T. Ross Wilson from Aug. 27,
to Aug. 30 both dates inclusive and showed a total inflow of 168.53 Sec. feet,
and a discharge of 355,19 Sec. feet. Our contention was that we act as a
reservoir, using the waters in early spring for irrigation end diverting it
from its natural channel in winter for watering stock, end for domestic purposes,
thus saving it for the users lower down on the river, meking it available for
irrigetion when it is most needed. A hearing was held, and favorable action
was taken, and Dist. 36fwas oreated. We thot that the water independence of the
valley Wwas established, but, now we ere told that there was a proviso -~ " that anytime
it became necessary to effectively enforce the provisions of that certain decree,
entered in the case of 'Rexburg Irrigation Co. et al, Vs Teton Canal Co. et al.'
the water master of Water Dist. 36 may assume jurisdiction of said Dist. 36¢ for
the purpose of distributin§ the water of said district in accordance with the
terms of the said decree." Acting on this proviso the users of water on the lower
end of Teton River demended the water, and it was ordered turned down the river.
Weprotested this action and asked for further investigation end a new measurement .
This measurement was made by Melvin Luke July 9, 1931, and showed a total
of 162.8 Sec. feet coming into this valley, and 253 Sec. feet gojng out, again
establishing the fact that es a result of our wammaf the water, we are discharging
more than we have coming in. We therefore contend §Eat we are and of right ought
to be independent from the water users of District, or any other water district.
Conditions are so serious with us in this water matter, and we feel
so strongly about it that we are now asking you to come up here some time next welkk
and go over the problem with us. We Emxmmk would gladly come to you at your
o“fice but we are convinced that the only way for you or anyone else to properly
understand end appreciate the condition, is to see it first hand.
In the matter of the proposed reservoir in the north end of our county
we would like information that we &re confident you can give us.

At the water users' meeting im St. Antbony Tuesday
evening, I took up the matter of the distribution of water in
PETON BASIN with the members of the Water Users' Committee for
the Lower River, as promised. They evidenced a very friemndly
disposition towaerd the people of Teton Basin, but were inelined
to insist upon their right to demand distribution of water under
the Decree. I did not wish to argue the matter with them, for
reasons discussed with you, but suggested thatanother conference
be held between representatives of the Basin and the Lower Users
in an attempt to reach an amicable arrangement, or at least a
definite understanding as to the attitude of the parties, in the
hope that if you eould not agree, you might be able %o reduct
your contentions or bring them within limitations where I, a8
Commissioner of Reclamation, might intervene.

I advised the Conmittee ae to the effort being made
to ad just th§ differences as to the distribution of water from
Wyoming, which seemed to interest them, and I hope may affect

their attitude toward the handling of water in the Basin.

In re: Grand Teton Reservoir.

You will please pardon the delay in replying to
your recent letter with respect to the above reservoir.,
The writer has been absent from homea great deal during
the last two weeks, and this is the first opportunity of
writing you. I am very glad to furnish you with general
information regarding our reservoir project.

The Grand Teton Reservoir Company 1is being organized
at this time. Some twenty canal companies that hold decreed
water rights on the Teton River have all signed up for the
organization of this company. The Application for Permit
has been filed in your office, but has not been returned
completed as yet. This, however, will be done in the course
of the next two weeks,

There are approximately 60,000 acres of irrigated
and cultivated land in the area covered by the organizers
of this project. Some of these. lands have been settled
upon for more than 45 years and represent some of the oldest
and best cultivated farming lands in the Upper Snake River
Valley. It is not the intention of the promoters of the
pro ject to take on any new lands, but merely to protect
the present water users by having a supply of water avail-
able when low water years come, as this past:i season has
been. ;

There is probably a population of some 20,000
people in the area which this storage water will supply, and
the assessed valuation is in excess of $10,000,000. The
existing canal companies are all of the mutual type, owned
exclusively by the water users.  The cost of maintaining
is very low, and practically all of the companies are free
of indebtedness., This places us in & position where we
should have no trouble whatsoever in financing the con-
struction of the reservoir.
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You are, of course, quite familiar with all of the
Upper Snake River Valley and it is hardly necessary for me
to mention that this area included under our project is
in a very high state of cultivation, and that the soil is as
fertile as we have in the valley. ' The chief crops are sugar
beets, seed peas, alfalfa, potatoes, vegetables, fruit and
grains., The dairying and poultry industry are making very
rapid strides.

I cannot inform you definitely as to the approximate
cost of the project, but it is roughly estimated that it will
be somewhere in the neighborhood of from $200,000 to $300,000.
This 'is but a rough guess, however. The organizers of the
project are all very much united, and veyy excellent progress
is being made. There are a few apparent obstacles that
will probably have to be surmounted, but I do not think that
these are of any serious consequence.

We~-appreciate wvery much the co-operation and
assistance we have so far secured from your office, and we
feel assured that you will continue to help us untll we get
the matter fully completed.

/777" recently made a geological reconnaissance of the dam
site and reports that the structures believed to exist
there are likely to permit leakage which might prove
dangerous to a dam. In order to ascertain more conclusive-
ly what the prospects of such leakage may amount to, it
will be necessary to do more geological work and to sup-
plement it by drilling and test pit exploration. Under
these circumstances we are withholding judgment as to
feasibility until the needed investigations have been
made.

I am hopeful that a way will be found to improve
the situation in the locality that can not be aided by
the Jackson Lake and American Falls reservoirs.

Mr. .W Faris, commissioner of recla-
mation of the state of Idaho, November
18th, wrote the following letter to the new
proposed organization, Upper Snake River
Irrigation District, which will be interest-
ing reading for the water users of this
portion of the valley:

‘Gentelmen 2

I very much appreciate your invitation
to meet with you for the discussion of
problems affecting the water supply in
the Upper Snake River Valley, in which
we are all interested, but having been
away from the office a great deal lately I
find business accumulated and demanding
attention to such an extent that it-is im-
possible for me to get away at this time.

With reference to the proposed Teton
Reservoir and Dam and your inquiry as
to my impressions and judgment’ as to
the fesability and economy of construc-
tion: I visited the site last summer and
so far as I was able to see, it appears a
most favorable one and where construc-
tion cost§ would not be excessive; from
experience under similar conditions I
would not expect to encounter any un-
usual engmeermg or construction difficul-
ties. ¥
The report of James G. Camp of the
U. 8. Reclamation Service, dated April
19, 1905, contains the following with
reference to this site:

b

“The dam site is at the lower end
of the basin where a lava flow has
formed, dammed up the basin;
through this the river has broken a
channel, leaving very abrupt bluffs
of shattered lava on each side. It is
especially adapted for a rock-fill dam,
there being plenty of loose rock of
all sizes convenient and at an ele-
vation that they can with a cable be
placed in the dam by gravity. The
bed of the stream is loose rock but
solid rock on both sides would. indi-
cate that rock would be found at no

~ great” depth.”

In the report of the Yellowstone Na-
tional Boundary Commission - covering
investigations made during the year 1929

-, is found the following with reference to

this site:

“A satisfactory substitute for the
Bechler site may be had in a reser-
voir in the Teton River Basin, which
is outside of the park boundaries,
therefore, free from the above men-
tioned disadvantages, (that of the
Bechler being in the Yellowstone
National Park). There remains the
question as to the feasibility of ccn-
struction, amount of water available,
and cost. The results of this investi-
gation indicate, briefly, that the
Teton Project involves no construc-
tion problems which can not be as
readily and successfully solved as
those involved in the Bechler Project;
that the water supply is larger than
the Bechler Project; and that the
cost would be about the same.”

A comparison of the estimated cost of
storage water in the two sites is as follows:

Bechler; structure, earth dam 60 feet;
capacity, 186,000 acre feet at spillway
elevation; cost, $1,903,935.00 total cost
exclusive of right-of-way ot approximately
$10.23 per acre foot.

Teton—structure, rock-fill dam, 100
feet high; capacity 294,000 acre feet at
spillway; cost, $1,254,630.00 or approxx-
mately $4.27 per acre foot.

The probability of segregation of the
Bechler Meadow site from the National
Park seems very remote, if at all possible,
and if released by the Government might
revert to the state of Wyoming, in which
case the situation would not be improved
for the reason that Wyoming persistently
refuses to grant permit for the storage or
diversion of water from Wyommg for use
in Idaho.

As I understand it, the field investiga-
tions and report of the Park Boundary
Commission were conducted by Mr.
Bock under the direction and supervision
of Arthur E. Morgan, member of the
commission. I am quite well acquainted
with Mr. Morgan, who is an outstanding
member of the engineering profession of
national reputation, and to whose opinion
and judgment in such matters I would
attach great weight. Under the circum-
stan-es it seems to me that a careful in-
vestigation should be made covering the
Teton Basin site.

You may be assured that you will have

my hearty personal cooperation and that
of this department.in your efforts to re-
lieve the distressing water conditions in
your valley.
