OVERVIEW  

Water District 02 (WD02) includes diversions from the Snake River below Milner Dam 

downstream to the Murphy Gage below Swan Falls Dam.  Figure 1 in Appendix A shows the 

distribution and geographic extent of 118 diversions. There are 52 diversions equipped with 

radio telemetry and dataloggers. There are an additional 5 diversions that are equipped with 

dataloggers only. Dataloggers provide a record of diversion rate values (cfs) for the larger 

diversions in WD02. 

Totalized data for all diversions is presented in Table 1 (acre feet and 24 hour cfs) and average 

daily diversion rates (cfs) for sites with dataloggers is presented in Appendix B.  The totalized 

diversion data contained in this report is the basis for calculating assessments to the individual 

water users for the succeeding year. The annual diversion values presented are accumulated 

between November 15 and November 14 of each year, more or less. 

In addition to collecting 2017 diversion data, watermaster field efforts included: 

1. Working with users on measurement device operation and maintenance; 

2. Troubleshooting, repair or maintenance of telemetry sites; 

3. IDWR spot measurements of canals to verify accuracy of existing devices; 

4. Collection of diversion data from all measured diversions three times in 2017. 

DATA  

Measurement data was reviewed by IDWR staff and the watermaster. There were some data 

gaps that occurred in 2017. Data gaps typically occur when a flow meter or measuring device 

becomes temporarily inoperable. Missing measurement data was estimated and added to the 

total volume diverted.  

The cumulative total of both measured and estimated diversions was approximately 516,834 

acre-feet during 2017. In 2017, 80% of measuring devices recorded a complete year of water 

use, about 20% better when compared with 2016 data.  
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The totalized volume in the Average Daily Diversion Rate reports (Appendix B) may differ from 

the volume reported in Table 1, because the reported volumes in Table 1 include estimations 

for missing data.  

The Average Daily Diversion Rate reports were created using Aquarius-Time Series Software 

and are presented in alphabetical order by diversion name.

MINIMUM STREAM FLOWS 

A large sustained release was made over the Milner Dam, from March 6th to May 17th with two 

peaks reaching 15,500 cfs on March 28th and 16,600 cfs on April 13th (Figure 3). Another 

substantial release was made from June 10th through June 26th with a peak of 9,990 cfs on June 

17th. Unadjusted Average Daily Flows (UADF) on the Snake River at the Murphy Gaging station 

were provided by the USGS surface water data for Idaho (USGS, 2017). Adjusted average daily 

flows (AADF) were calculated by IDWR staff using the reservoir-stage method to compensate 

for fluctuations caused by hydropower operations of Idaho Power. A three-day moving average 

of the AADF was calculated and is reported in Figure 4 in consistent with the Final Order issued 

October 27th, 2014. (DWR, 2014).

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CLIMATE PARAMETERS WATER YEAR 2016 

Average daily temperatures in Grand View, Idaho ranged from a low of -12 oF on 1/6/2017 to a high of 

88oF on 7/09/17 (Figure 5).  Actual temperatures in a day may be lower or higher than the average 

daily values but the average temperatures show a general trend for the water year. On average during 

2017, the lowest temperature was 6 degrees colder and the highest temperature was 5 degrees hotter 

than 2016. 

Total precipitation for water year 2017 was 8.08 inches in Grand View, Idaho (Figure 6) and this value is 

38% above the 22 year average (1993-2015) represented by the open diamond in Figure 7. 

Precipitation and temperature data were measured and recorded at the GDVI AgriMet station in Grand 

View, Idaho (USBOR, 2017).
